Category Short video categories:
1) Drama

2) Documentary

Subject matter No restriction
Entry Qulification 1) This competition is open to students studying at secondary schools in Hong Kong in the academic
year of 2012/13.

2) The production team MUST be formed by students from the same school (except for the cast and
production manager)

3) All entries must be completed on or after 1% January 2011.

4) We do not accept entries submitted to previous digital short video competition in the Seeds
Project.

5) All entries submitted to other festivals and/or competitions are welcome.

6) Students not participated in Stage 1 & 2 are welcome to join this competition.

Rules and Entry 1) Length: maximum 10 minutes.

Requirements 2) Format: Digital video not lower than 720 x 576 dpi (4:3) or 720 x 480 (16:9) submitted in
DVD-ROM (mpeg2/mpeg4).

3) Chinese or English subtitles should be provided if a language other than Cantonese, Putonghua or
English is used.

4) Chinese or English synopsis and dialogue transcript MUST be submitted along with the entry.

5) Each school may submit a maximum of 3 video for each category.

6) The production team must attend activities related to the competition (including award gala).

Jury & judging criteria The jury will comprise renowned personalities in the film-making and creative industry in Hong Kong.
The judging criteria will cover creativity and subject matter, production skills and overall presentation.
